Board of Directors

June 5, 2009
1. Call to Order 

The SCASCOE Board of Directors and Committee Chairpersons met at 
1:30 p.m. on Friday, June 5, 2009 at the Magnolia Restaurant in Myrtle 
Beach, South Carolina.  The President, Nancy Meyer, called the meeting 
to order.
2. Invocation

Frank Davis gave the invocation. 
3. Roll Call and Reading and Approval of Minutes
Anita Jones, Secretary-Treasurer, called the roll.  There were 8 voting members present; therefore a quorum was reached.  The minutes of the last meeting which was held on April 30, 2009, were read by Anita Jones.  Diane Matuse made a motion to approve the minutes, Robin Phillips seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  The minutes were approved.  

4. Financial Report 
Anita Jones presented the treasurer’s report.  Balance brought forward from April 30, 2009 was $10,921.55.  Income totaled $1,210.71.  Disbursements totaled $1,189.24.  Balance on hand as of June 6, 2009 is $10,943.02.  Certificates of Deposits are as follows:  SCASCOE Scholarship Fund $5,705.75; SCASCOE General Fund $7,608.78; SCASCOE General Fund & Scholarship Fund (1/2 each) $3,367.36.  Motion was made by Wes Daniels that if the general fund does not need to be reimbursed the scholarship award monies given in the year, then the general fund will donate the funds to the scholarship fund.  (A check is made from the general fund each year to award the scholarship.  At the time of CD maturity, the money is refunded to the general fund.)  Robin Phillips seconded the motion.  All were in favor.  Motion passed.  The general fund has donated $1000 for the 2008 scholarships and $500 for the 2009 scholarship.
5. President’s Report

Nancy Meyer introduced our guest, Mr. Cliff Fussell, SEA Executive.  


Nancy encouraged members to sign up for updates on the SEA website at 
www.seareanascoe.org.  She informed the group that according to Mack 
Eubank’s email, the TSP is growing again.  Mr. Fussell informed the group 
of the status of the FERS Sick Leave legislation.  He stated that 
everything looks positive with this and that it just went to the Senate for 
action.

Wes reminded 
all to have a ticket for the breakfast buffet in the morning.  
These can be picked up at the registration desk.  Wes reported 
that the rooms were a little more expensive this year than what 
we have paid in the past, but the food cost much less.  
Donations and raffle ticket sales have paid for the Convention.  
We have 24 rooms booked and 75 people registered to attend.

a.
Anita Jones made a motion to email the yearly SCASCOE letters and membership forms to all FSA state employees.  Robin Phillips seconded the motion.  All were in favor and the motion passed.



b.
Nancy Meyer brought it to the attention of the group the FSA and NASCOE’s Shared Management Agreement.  When Allendale and Barnwell Counties were combined for shared management, the Acting SED did not consult with SCASCOE.  Nancy informed our new Acting SED that any future shared management decisions need to be discussed with SCASCOE first.  Nancy was informed that if the affected county’s COCs are against the shared management, they can go before the SED once one has been placed.

Nancy Meyer went over the policy in Handbook 27-PM paragraph 336 concerning direct reassignments of Program Technicians.  Policy states that STC’s may direct the reassignment of an employee to correct imbalances between overstaffed and understaffed offices.  An Orangeburg Program Technician was recently assigned to the Lexington Office.  Orangeburg was not overstaffed.  Nancy addressed this issue with the Acting SED who informed her that handbook procedure will be followed in this situation.  The PT position will be advertised.

Nancy Meyer informed the group that the Publicity Chairperson/ 
Peach Editor position is vacant.  Please talk this up with members 
to get someone to volunteer for the position.

Nancy Meyer informed the group that Districts II and IV have held 
their District Meetings and elected officers.  The other two districts 
were encouraged to get this meeting scheduled as quickly as 
possible.

Wes Daniels made a motion that SCASCOE donate $250 in 
memory of Morris O’Quinn to the SEA Hospitality Room for the 
NASCOE Convention.  Kenn Jameson seconded the motion.  All 
voted  in favor.  Motion passed.

Jim Bedell made a motion that by unanimous decision Nancy 
Meyer be elected as President to SCASCOE for the 2009/2010 
year.  Wes Daniels seconded.  Motion carried.  Nancy Meyer is the 
President of SCASCOE for the 2009/2010 year.
