TO BE PRESENTED BY THE SCASCOE BOARD DURING A JOINT MEETING WITH THE STC ON AUGUST 9,2007 AT 3:00 PM AT THE 2007 NASCOE NATIONAL CONVENTION – KINGSTON PLANTATION, MYRTLE BEACH, S. C.

1 SCASCOE is very supportive of the implementation of the Employee Task Force. However, the Task Force has not been active since implementation.   

2 SCASCOE wants to thank the SED and STO for publishing a State Office newsletter for all counties. We believe this is very cost effective and generates consistency of published information.  

3 SCASCOE would like to thank the SED and STC for agreeing to include a SCASCOE representative in the planning stage of the State Reorganization Plan and for their sincere concern for employees’ welfare and for customer service. The continued inclusion in this process is appreciated.  

4 SCASCOE would especially like to thank our SED for the help with time and travel during the duration of preparing for the National Convention this year.
5 SCASCOE is concerned with the amount of time it takes now to order supplies.  Our recommendation to the State Committee is the following:  The State Office would order supplies for each county office quarterly.  The order would have to be sent to the State Office in a timely manner for the county to receive their supplies for that quarter.

6 SCASCOE would like to see our POW issued at the first of month with all current issues. E-mail is a great way to receive this information.

7 SCASCOE members are concerned about Retirement Training.  We feel all FTE with 15 years plus should be included in training.

8 SCASCOE would like County Offices to have a copy of any (bulk mailings) letter/newsletter prior to reaching our producers hands.  We are just asking for a heads up on rush at the counter.
