Board of Directors

February 21, 2008

1. Call to Order

The SCASCOE Board of Directors and Committee Chairpersons met at
10:00 a.m. on Thursday, February, 21, 2008 at SC State FSA Office in 
Columbia, SC.  President Frank Davis called the meeting to order.

2. Invocation

Glenn Thomas gave the invocation.

3. Roll Call and Treasurer’s Report

The Roll was reviewed and there were 13 members present, with 12 voting members and a quorum was reached.  The Treasurer’s Report was read by Nancy Meyer.  It was noted that $5,000 would be reimbursed from the National Convention Fund and the money that was borrowed from the General Fund will be paid in full.  Since the balance on hand will be $13,680.76, a discussion was made to consider putting part of the money in a CD and part in the General Fund .  Wes Daniels made a motion to put $7,500 in SCASCOE General Fund and the balance in a CD.  Robin Phillips seconded the motion. Nancy Meyer will check the current interest for CD’s.
4. Guest Speaker

      Ken Rentiers, State Executive Director, discussed with the members present, that 

      the Lancaster County office will close in two weeks, the farm bill is still being 

      reviewed, reorganization will be on hold, trying to get training for the employees 
      by July, the status of CLU completion in the state and other items.  The members 
      stated that they would still want to have a meeting with the State Committee 
      during the year, regardless if the SCASCOE Convention is cancelled. 
5. Reading and Approval of Minutes
Nancy Meyer stated the last minutes were from August 9, 2007.  Pam Burtelle stated that since all minutes were mailed to the board members could it be accepted as read.  Frank Davis noted that District IV board members had changed prior to August 9 and were not noted on the minutes.  The changes were: President – Glenn Thomas, Vice-President – Lavelle Marcengill; Regular Member – Pam Burtelle, 1st Alt – Jimmy Kirby and 2nd Alt – Robin Johnson.
Wes Daniels made a motion to accept the minutes as amended.  Glenn Thomas seconded the motion.

6. Financial Reports
Nancy Meyer stated that the National Convention Fund had a $5,783.10 profit.  She will close out the National Convention Fund checking account.  A discussion was made to check how much is already in the SCASCOE Convention Fund.  Any amount over $5,000, when putting both accounts together, to be put in a CD for next year.  A further discussion will need to be made concerning this amount to be divided into: Scholarship, General Fund and Convention Fund. This was approved in an earlier committee meeting.  There are additional cookbooks to be sold.  Any money received is to be put in the convention fund. The Board agreed to this decision.

f. Membership – Pam Burtelle

               Stated SCASCOE currently had 119 employees with 96 members and 23

               non-members.  There are 48 associate members.  Pam Burtelle asked if 
               the expenses and incomes from dues could be reviewed to possibly keep 
               dues the same or reduced for next year.  It was noted that $40 of the dues 

   goes to NASCOE, to pay for the scholarship, mailing of the PEACH and
               other items.  A discussion was made and a two year review needs to be 
               completed.  Frank Davis asked Pam Burtelle to begin the review with 
               2006-07 and 2007-08 financial records. 
g. Publicity – Patsy Caldwell

   Patsy Caldwell apologized for the delay in the printing of the PEACH.

   The newsletters have been mailed to the judges.  The expenses are for 

   the paper and ink cartridges.  It was noted that the PEACH was to be

   put on the SCASCOE website and at this time it has not.  Patsy Caldwell 
   will talk with Anita Bryant about putting the newsletter on line and will 
   report the status at the next meeting.

h. Scholarship and Awards – Keith Ritter
         Keith Ritter stated that SCASCOE did not have a Distinguished Service

         Award or Scholarship application at this time.  A discussion was made  

         to determine why members were not applying for the scholarship award.  
         There is a financial question on the application and members did not
         think that information was appropriate for this type of award.  A motion 
         was made by Robin Phillips to “not require the financial part be 
         completed on the application when applying for the SCASCOE 
         scholarship” but for members to be aware that if they are a winner in SC 

         their scholarship application will not be forwarded because of the 

         financial information is required for the NASCOE scholarship.  Kelli 
         Brown seconded the motion.  Nancy Meyer will review with NASCOE 
         to determine if the NASCOE Scholarship application could be changed.


  Keith Ritter will send a reminder to all members about the change and

        the deadline.


  Since there was not a 2007 Scholarship winner, a motion was made by

        Glenn Thomas to have two winners for 2008, if sufficient applications 

        are received.  Barbara Perry seconded the motion.  This request has to 

        be reviewed each year.

                           there is not a SCASCOE Convention. Since it may be difficult to 
               find a location at this date and not having a Convention Chairperson, 
               Barbara Perry made a motion not to have a convention this year.  Robin 
               Phillips seconded the motion.  The Board agreed to this decision.
8. New Business 
Frank Davis and Nancy Meyer reviewed the following:
a. All South Rally deadline has been extended until February 26.

b. Have a General Election meeting with a training meeting.  Frank Davis

will discuss this with Mr. Rentiers.

c. Raffle tickets for the National Convention in Tennessee in 2009 are for

sale.  

d. Convention Chairperson is needed for 2008-09.  Wes Daniels reviewed

the duties of a chairperson.

e. Nancy stated that normally a $100 donation is given to the Area Rally to

help them with their expenses. Glenn Thomas made a motion to give the Host State Georgia a $100 donation for this year’s rally.  Robin Phillips seconded the motion.
